ARDMS was one of the first organizations in the world to earn the prestigious ANSI-ISO 17024 accreditation for certifying
bodies from the International Organization for Standardization (ISO). It is granted through the American National Standards
Institute (ANSI). ARDMS' dedication and recognition in providing credentials has also earned accreditation with the National
Commission for Certifying Agencies (NCCA).

ARDMS continually strives to enhance public safety by accrediting health professionals. The ANSI/ISO 17024 oversees

global standardization of the certification community by increasing mobility among countries, enhancing public safety, and
protecting consumers. In order to stay accredited under this standard, members such as ARDMS must be compliant with
strict rules and regulations. Like our Registrants, ARDMS is annually audited by ANSI and has to abide by regulations, policies
and procedures.
