A RDMS moved to all online
application processing on
February 9, 2009! ARDMS

no longer distributes paper applications,
all applications must be submitted online
via the ARDMS website (www.ARDMS.org).
The decision to offer applications exclusively
online was made after an overwhelmingly
positive response from our Registrants and
candidates in a Fall 2008 survey.

The online ARDMS application is a simple,
safe and secure process that has streamlined
application submission and shortened the
ARDMS application review period. Candi-
dates are able to schedule and take their
examinations sooner than they would have
using the old, paper application process.

Listed below are other key benefits to
online application processing:

• The process is safe, completely secure
and easy;

• Start the online application and return
at any time to finish it;

• Easily return to previously answered
questions to make changes;

• If required fields are not completed
or overlooked, you will be notified of
these mistakes in order to proceed;

• Payment is processed instantly, if you
use a credit card, once you submit
your application;

• Mailing your payment is still an option,
should you prefer to do so;

• An application summary page is provided,
once you complete the online application
process, which details documentation or
other materials you may need to submit
to ARDMS.

The online application form will be updated
to help the applicant determine their first-
time or re-applicant status. A new online
program, available in early 2009, will assist
first-time applicants in choosing their
prerequisite and/or requirement.

The switch from paper to all-online applica-
tions will also greatly reduce the amount of
wasted paper as we move towards a more
environmentally conscious operation.

In speaking with Kevin, one can
immediately sense how proud
and passionate he is to be a

part of the ultrasound profession.
He is very modest of his impact
in the industry. Kevin has greatly
influenced the ultrasound com-
munity and has received several
awards as a result. He was

recently awarded the GE Excellence in Sonography Award,
the Don Milburn Service Award, and the Gottesfeld Award.

It is extensive research that enabled Kevin to receive the
GE Excellence in Sonography Award. Kevin was contacted
directly to discuss research options for the Honda assembly
line automobile workers. Honda wanted to evaluate the
workers, particularly women, on an anatomical, as well as
physiological, level. Dr. Evans suggested studying ergonomics
using the GE portable laptop ultrasound machine to record
musculoskeletal injury occurring on the line. Along with
studying psychological and physiological aspects, Honda had
expressed interest in this line of research. A research team
is now working towards a holistic approach for diagnosis
to probable causes of assembly line injuries. Kevin stated,
“I am very fortunate to have picked up the phone that day!”

In addition to the work under way with Honda, Kevin’s
research team was recently awarded a grant from the
National Institute of Health to study ergonomic imaging
in the ultrasound community. Kevin felt this was a critical
endeavor, as he did not want to see his very own students
enter the profession, only to leave years later due to injury.
With the new focus on ergonomics, Kevin needs to become
a student again. He does not have the clinical expertise

in musculoskeletal imaging. With over 20 years of clinical
experience in sonography, Kevin is up for the challenge,
and looks forward to this wonderful learning opportunity.

Kevin was also awarded the Don Millburn Award and the
Gottesfeld Award. Kevin considered it a great honor to be
nominated for the Don Millburn Award. He was particularly
proud to be in the company of Marveen Craig, the previous
and first award winner. The Gottesfeld Award was bestowed
upon Kevin as a result of his profound contributions to the
Journal of Diagnostic Medical Sonography. His publications
include the research results on image segmentations for
evaluation of auxiliary lymph nodes to determine micro
metastasis from breast cancer. He has most recently been
named Ultrasound Pioneer by CIVCO Medical Solutions,
in the quarterly issue of their trade magazine.

Among many other memorable moments in his career,
Kevin has one which he will never forget. In 1998, Kevin
was a part of the ARDMS Exam Development Committee.
He was elected to assist in compiling the very first ARDMS
Breast Sonography Examination. He is very proud to have
been a part of a process, he said, “raised the standards in
clinical practice...raised the bar high and set the precedence
in the field.” He also stated, “The standards created (by the
ARDMS Breast examination) had a ripple effect across the
country. ARDMS was on the cutting edge of putting such
an exam together, starting from ground zero. Any other
exams in the field were running about 25 years behind;
no comparable exams were available out there.”

Kevin is enthusiastic about the future of sonography. He
feels he’s been “lucky all my life.” Given Kevin’s outstanding
education, professional, published, and service history, luck
is a very modest view of Kevin’s extraordinary achievements.
